Class Information/Textbook
· Reader’s Handbook:  A Student Guide for Reading and Learning (6th- 8th grade level)  Great Source:  2002.
· Common Core ELA State Standards www.isbe.net
· Most of the lessons will be completed in class with teacher guidance.  Tests will be given over the lessons.
· Full credit will be considered for completed assignments which are turned in on time.  Incomplete assignments, late assignments, and papers without a name may be considered for minimal credit.  
· Each quarter students will be required to read 10 books from a variety of genres for the 40 book experience- adapted from The Book Whisperer: Awakening the Inner Reader in Every Child by Donalyn Miller
· Each quarter students will be required to read books for pages and complete interactive reading binder activities. 
· Each quarter students will be required to read at least one a specific book to count toward the quarter requirement: 1st quarter- medal winner, 2nd quarter- fiction book, 3rd quarter- nonfiction book, and 4th quarter- disability book.  The required book will count as a test grade, will count for book pages, and will count as part of the 10 required books for the quarter.
· Students are welcome to discuss class concerns with me at appropriate times.

Grading 
· In-class lessons- 25%
· Tests/Projects- 25% 
· Book Pages- 25%
· Interactive Reading Binders with 10 required books per quarter-25%
Homework
· Daily homework is to read a book for at least 20 minutes each night, including weekends. 
Interactive Reading Binders/40 Book Experience

· IR binders are 25% of the entire quarter grade.
· 10 books are required each quarter to stay on track toward the 40 book experience goal.

· The 40 books must be from a variety of genres and evidence of reading must be completed in order to for the book to count as credit.
· IR evidence may include journal reflections, book reports, reading logs, book share conferences, and/or other requirements. 
· IR required activities must be completed on time and turned into the correct color tray.   
· IR binder must stay in the reading classroom and will be graded throughout the quarter. 
Book Pages
· Book pages are 25% of the entire quarter grade.

· Each student will be required to read 800 book pages for the quarter, with 400 due at midterm and 400 due at the end of the quarter. 

· Selected books should be within the individual student reading range.  This is flexible, depending on the needs of each student. Students are encouraged to try more challenging books.

· Books based on a movie must have prior approval to read the book.  Some of the book must be read at school.  

Bonus/Star Readers
· All students have the option of earning up to 200 “bonus” book pages each quarter.  
· Once a student reaches 1000 pages, the student will become a “Star Reader” for the quarter.  There are various rewards each quarter for Star Readers. 
· A student must be a Star Reader each quarter and meet the 40 book expereince requirement in order to attend the end-of-year ice cream party.

Where to find books……

· Mrs. Malin and Mrs. Olson have books in the classroom available for reading!  Please be respectful and return books to the purple basket when finished.  Do not allow books to pile up in your lockers! 
· The Villa Grove School library has books. 
· The Camargo Township library has books.
· Books can be ordered from inter-library loan.
· Books can be purchased from books orders.
· Books can be borrowed from others. 
· Friends, parents, teachers, and siblings can recommend books.
